Late Detentions

We would like to let you know about a new system we are introducing to support punctuality and
ensure every student makes the best use of their learning time.

From now on, late detentions will be issued once a week, covering the period from the previous
Thursday to the following Wednesday. If a student is late once during this time, they will receive a
30-minute after-school detention. If they are late twice or more, this will result in a 60-minute detention
and their tutor will be in touch to offer further support.

Our school day begins with lessons promptly at 8:30 am. Arriving on time is important, not just for
academic progress, but also for building good habits that will benefit students throughout life. Being just
5-15 minutes late each day can add up to 3—10 days of lost learning in a single year. Missing 10
school days can reduce a student’s likelihood of achieving their potential at GCSE by as much as 50%.
National research shows that students who attend regularly and arrive punctually are more likely to
achieve higher grades and develop strong workplace skills for the future.

We value your support in helping your child understand the importance of punctuality, so that they can
make the most of their learning opportunities and set them up for success.
